BreastScreen NSW North Coast will be returning to Casino for our annual visit in
September 2017. The unit will be conveniently located in Graham Place adjacent
to the library. Please note that we also have a permanent clinic at 29 Uralba Street,
Lismore that screens all year round.

The service is free and women in the highest risk age group of 50 to 74 years are
particularly encouraged to contact BreastScreen for their free two yearly
mammogram. However, all women over the age of 40 are eligible to be screened.

I am writing to ask your assistance and support for the national program. A small
poster is enclosed and we would be grateful if you could display it in a prominent
position so that women are aware we are returning to the area.

A doctor's referral is not necessary so could you please encourage eligible women
to make an appointment by phoning 13 20 50 for the cost of a local call.
